2. Report from Measurement Uncertainty Task Group
K. Gumpper presented the vocabulary document for approval.  Following a discussion of corrective action plan of action (CAPA), preventative action versus corrective action, and citations, the group vote unanimously to submit the document to the Criteria Council for approval with the edits discussed.   The vote was based on a motion by D. Koenig/D. Miller.

Ms. Gumpper then presented the initial draft of the Policy Statement for Uncertainty of Measurement for Medical Testing Laboratories.  The document was based upon the Australasian Association of Clinical Biochemists, 2004 document.  Discussion of the policy concluded with  Motion by E. Ewing/D. Miller directing the task group to redact the document to define “kits”, “semi quantitative”, “quantitative”, “qualitative”, and “analytical goal”.

G Gogates provided an overview of how an Information Management Advisory Committee and the MedTAC might work together.  He reviewed ISO 15189 Annex B with the group as he identified where an IMAC could provide technical guidance.

Formation of a Proficiency Testing Task Group

Discussion was held regarding the need for a task group to look at A2LA’s proficiency testing policy for ISO 15189 laboratories.  The task group consists of J. Gorsky, K. Fanwick, S. Fung, D. Tholen(advisor) and E. Ewing.
The Task groups mandate is to review the current PT requirements document and make recommendations on how the PT scheme will operate (frequency and testing parameters).
